Dear Parents & Carers,

It is 
important that we do not ignore the situation but at the same time I understand that this needs to be done in an 
age appropriate way. Staff discussed this and Mr Yates will be sending out information, which will help you 
understand what we are doing and how you can support your children. 
 
Yesterday, we celebrated ‘World Book Day’ by discussing our favourite books and thinking about authors. 
The children had the opportunity to hear their class teachers reading their favourite stories in year groups. We 
thoroughly enjoyed seeing the variety of costumes the children were wearing.  Thank you for supporting our 
PTA during the costume sale. £1.00 Book Day Vouchers can be used during our book fair on Friday 11 March, 
be sure to bring yours with you.
