Reception – Location Knowledge 

Key Knowledge 
Children can be taught key knowledge by following the steps below: 

 

Spring 1 – I wonder… where we are? 

1. Find out our school name, school road and town we live in 
2. Use Google maps alongside paper maps to locate our school and 

classrooms within 
3. Go on a walk around the immediate environment to understand local 

features first hand 
4. Use Google Maps alongside paper maps to locate our town and 

familiar features/locations within. Children to draw information from 
the maps such as roads, water, parks and buildings 
 

Spring 2 – I wonder…Is anywhere different to here? 

5. Recap understanding about our local environment 
6. Use non fiction texts about the rainforest to discuss what is the same 

and what is different about the contrasting locations. Discussing 
plants, animals and life of the people 

7. Using Google maps, alongside paper maps to locate where the
